Pakistani security forces stage an operation
against militants in Kurram Agency. Like the
Mohmand operation, the New Durrani IDP
camp is established within the tribal agency.
Over 3,400 families register at the camp. In
August, authorities begin registering IDPs not
residing in the camp. In late October, a second
phase of the operation begins, leading to new
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FATA: displacement and return statistics
