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This document provides the updated info on the rights of the child in Georgia and has to be considered in conjunction with the alternative report submitted by the Public Defender of Georgia to the Fourth Periodic Report on the Implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child.

The submission was prepared by the Child Right’s Centre of the Public Defender of Georgia and is based on the results of  the monitoring of the children’s state institutions, state childcare programs and individual casework fulfilled by the Centre.
General Measures of Implementation

Legislation  
1.  Among legislative changes introduced in the area of children’s rights in the reporting period one should note the Law on Early and Preschool Education, adopted by the Parliament of Georgia; Moreover, in Septem​ber 2016, the Government of Georgia approved the Ordinance №437 On the Approval of Referral Proce​dures for the Protection of Children regulating the measures of identifying, protecting and assisting child victims of violence and unprotected children, providing a broader circle of public entities responsible for the issue and imposing an obligation on self-government bodies in the field of referral on violence against children. Along with implemented changes, it is of utmost importance to facilitate efficient en​forcement of these changes in practice; Furthermore, in June 2016 the Georgian Parliament ratified the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on a Communications Procedure; at this stage the Parliament of Georgia is considering amendments to the Law of Georgia on Adoption and Foster care. 
2. On 6 January 2017, President of Georgia signed the proposed amendments to the  Law of Georgia on General Education. The main reason for drafting the bill was that the current legislation does not allow the possibility of recognizing foreign educational programs in Georgia, the state today, can not ensure the incorporation of general educational system of Georgia into the international educational space. Thus, the basic purpose of the bill was to establish the appropriate legislative mechanisms in order to ensure the recognition of  international educational programs in Georgia and the vice versa. In addition, according to the amendments the Ministry of Education and Science will have the authority to establish different types of general educational institutions; To achieve this goal it is important to set up the corresponding preconditions and legislative framework which will have international accreditation. 
Children’s Rights in Occupied Territories

3. Human Rights situation in occupied regions of Abkhazia and South Ossetia is a concern to the Public Defender of Georgia, due to the fact that there are no effective mechanisms in place to protect children’s rights or prevent violence against them.  

One of the most problematic issues is related with illegal detentions of minors and degrading and inhuman treatment during the detention. Currently, Russian Federation border guards fully control the boundary between occupied regions and rest of Georgia (ABLs) and detain local population, including minors during the crossing of the division line. Minors are held in the basement of Russian Military Bases for several hours (3 to 24 hours) together with other detainees, regardless of their age and sex. Public Defender’s Office was informed about the cases of deprivation of food and water, as well as inadequate detention conditions. As a result, at least in two cases, witnesses ((14 and 16 year old) informed the Public Defender’s Office that their health deteriorated due to the conditions in the basement. Public Defender was also informed that even infants, together with their parent are detained. 

4. Violation of freedom of movement for the residents of occupied regions sometimes result in deaths or serious deterioration of health. In 2015, Public Defender became aware of a death of 12 year old child, who needed urgent medical care, however, due to the complications during the crossing of the ABL with Abkhazia, he died on the way to the hospital. Furthermore, in December 2016, Public Defender was informed about the death of an infant who could not get immediate medical care, because Russian and Abkhazian border guards did not let the family through the Enguri checkpoint to Georgian controlled territories. In addition, due to the limitations on freedom of movement, families living on occupied territories are deprived from the social protection programs offered by the Central government, which further exacerbates child poverty. Various cases was brought before the Public Defender’s Office which reveal that children and their families have no identification documents, cannot travel to the territories controlled by the Georgian government and do not enjoy social benefits offered by the state.

Family environment and alternative care
5. The Public Defender of Georgia continues intensive study of children’s rights situation in family-type homes, board​ing schools, preschool and general educational institutions and establishments for juvenile delinquents throughout the country. Moreover, the Public Defender’s Office investigates individual cases of breach of chil​dren’s rights and pays a great deal of attention to facts of domestic violence against children, provision of adequate educational conditions for children with disabilities, restoration and protection of rights of groups of vulnerable children. The analysis of cases studied in 2016 by the Child’s Rights Center of Public Defender’s Office showed that poverty and inadequate living conditions among children remain a problem. Often children cannot be ensured with sufficient nutrition due to grave economic conditions of families. Families and the state cannot ensure minors with adequate living conditions, thereby putting children’s safe development at risk. In their applications, citizens often complain about the protraction of their engagement in a concrete state program and receipt of services envisaged under that program; this undermines the efficiency and timeli​ness of child care and social programs. 

6. The monitoring conducted by the Public Defender of Georgia in 2015-2016 showed the need for a greater attention on the part of the state to the improvement of rights of beneficiaries of foster care and reintegration service. According to the examination conducted by the Child Right’s Centre the leading factors that contribute to removing juveniles from the biological families are violence and other forms of ill-treatment (including sexual and physical abuse and other severe forms), poverty, poor living conditions and neglect. 30% of the beneficiaries involved in the foster care subprogram has been removed from biological families  on the grounds of  poverty and inadequate living conditions, and 25% - on the grounds of neglect.
 While according to the practice of the European Court of Human Rights poverty should not be the basis of child's removal from biological family and the government should take care of their strengthening.

7. While the practice of the European Court of poverty should not be the child's biological family to spread out and the government should take care of their strengthening. In this regard, it is of utmost importance to protect reintegrated families from a relative poverty, to regularly provide retraining to foster parents and to protect children engaged in services from any type of violence. 
The Right to Education
8. Unfortunately, the Education, Science and Culture Committee of the Parliament of Georgia has not taken into consideration the Public Defender’s recommendations  concerning the urgent necessity to establish the early and preschool education teacher’s qualification frame standards  and  professional development scheme, as well as to revise the proportional correlation of  children’s groups and (with)  teachers/caregivers
. 
Prohibition of Corporal Punishment

9. Georgian Government expressed its commitment to prohibition all corporal punishment by clearly accepting the UPR recommendations to do so in 2015. However, prohibition of all corporal punishment is still to be achieved at home, some alternative care settings and day care. There is no justification for the use of corporal punishment enshrined in legislation although there is no explicit prohibition. Besides the fact that the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child has made recommendations to the Government concerning corporal punishment three times Georgia has not achieved the prohibition in all settings yet. It should be noted that bulling   and corporal punishment in educational institutions remains a problem. In this regard, adequate preventive measures must be undertaken and facts of bulling and/or corporal punishment exposed and recorded.
Quality of Water in Public Schools

10. The Public Defender of Georgia has started to inspect the quality of water at public schools of Georgia following the appeal of the Young Teachers’ Union and the Management System Development Center. The Public Defender requested the results of the examination from the National Food Agency and the Ministry of Education and Science in order to check the quality of water in 2015-2016 in public schools. According to the reply received from the National Food Agency, they examined 129 samples of public school water in 2015-2016, out of which 45 failed to meet the requirements of the Decree No 58 on the Drinking Water Technical Regulations adopted by the Government of Georgia on January 15, 2014. The reason of the failure is ineffective disinfection of water and refers to the epidemic danger. It should be noted that as a result of examination a number of schools conducted by the Public Defender's Office, it has been revealed that the water supply pipeline system at schools are out of order.

11. According to the examination results, the Public Defender of Georgia expresses deep concern about the sanitation and hygiene conditions of water at public schools. Furthermore, it has to be underlined that there is no responsible institution prescribed by law which should monitor and supervise the water conditions at public schools. Public Defender of Georgia calls on the Ministry of Education and Science, as well as the relevant units of the Ministry of Labor, Health and Social Affairs, to regularly check the quality of water and take all necessary measures in order to adjust water pipeline systems control the quality of water and disinfest water in all public schools. 
Mortality of under-five children 
12. The problem which persisted in the reporting period was the implementation of necessary measures by relevant responsible entities for the prevention of and decrease mortality of under-five children. The study of cases revealed that risks of infant mortality include problems related to geographic access to medical services, timely provision of quality medical care, quality of antenatal services, equipment of intranatal care institutions with proper medical devices and infrastructure; Further, one should note problems concerning the system of patronage of pregnant women, qualification of obstetricians and medical person​nel, quality of perinatal service, low awareness of parents which relate to the right to receive information, etc. To prevent the abovementioned issues, on 23 February 2016, the Public Defender of Georgia applied to the government with a proposal requiring to undertake measures necessary for the prevention of and decrease mortality of under-five children. According to the proposal, in order to prevent/ decrease child mortality, the state needs to develop a strategy and special action plan, to improve the access to and quality of medical service, upgrade qualification of personnel and undertake other relevant measures. 

Violence against children

13. The consideration of cases and the monitoring conducted by the Center of Child’s Rights of Public Defender’s Office revealed a great number of facts of alleged violence against children. A per​sisting problem in this regard is the issue of identification of child victims of violence, their rehabilitation and protection, the lack of psychologists and social workers working with children, inadequate professional qualification, challenges regarding the referral and non – existence of child-friendly services.  
Children Living and Working on the Streets

14. An especially serious issue is the protection of street children from violence. As observed, the response undertaken by relevant entities is, on certain occasions, ineffective and belated. There is a need to increase the number of mobile groups working under a sub-program on the provision of shelter to unprotected chil​dren; this would enable the program to respond to such cases during night hours too, which, at this stage, is problematic. Yet another important aspect is the raising of awareness of issues concerning the protec​tion of street children among patrol police employees; this would facilitate the coordination between law enforcement agencies and the Social Service Agency and consequently, the implementation of timely and adequate response. 

Child labor


15. In the reporting period, 150 minors were placed under state care because of their labor exploitation. Instances of employment of minors were revealed in six private organizations.  Microclimate and sanitary-hygienic norms were not observed in these organizations while the risk of occu​pational diseases was high. Regarding to the extreme forms of labor, it is worth noting that in 2016, the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia initiated investigations into three cases of alleged involvement of minors in illegal production and distribution of pornographic video or other objects of pornographic nature.
16. Protection of labor rights of juveniles is considered to be one of the priority directions by the Public Defender of Georgia. The Public Defender of Georgia identified several cases, when the children had to conduct work inappropriate to their age, which formed danger to efficient exercise of their rights to education and health care.

17. Also, according to the Young Pedagogues’ Union’s research
 minors from Georgia travel to Turkey in summer to undertake seasonal work, but the analysis of the data reveals that after each subsequent visit from the first to the fifth, labor migration happens more often at the cost of missing the school. Minors have the first experience of labor migration to Turkey mainly at the age of 15-17. At their first visit, they usually cross the border with their parent or other family member; however, the percentage of those crossing the border with the parent at subsequent visits gradually decreases and compared to the first visit, at the third visit, the percentage of the minors accompanied by the parent is reduced by 20% and at the fifth visit – by 40%. The major destinations for the minors for temporary labor migration are the Black Sea Coast towns of Turkey – Ordu and Rize that are more or less near to the Georgian border. The minors usually travel to these towns by microbus or bus. More often, the duration of the minors’ stay for work is 3-4 weeks.  Major work places in Turkey where respondents are engaged in physical labor are tea and nut plantations (in 81% of the cases of employment). Other notable work places, although in much smaller number of cases, include tea and nut factories, families (agricultural work) and construction sites.

18. It is notable that a large majority of those working at plantations work for 9 hours and longer; in addition, 79% of those working at tea plantations assess their work as difficult, while the same assessment is made by 45% of those working at nut plantations. In sum, 9 out of every 10 minors work above normal work hours (more than 8 hours) a day. 69% of these minors regard their work as difficult/labor-consuming. The daily pay of the minors is between 30 and 60 Turkish Liras in the majority of cases. It is notable that at the first visit, the percentage of those traveling to work at nut plantations is almost 60%.  The minors’ pay increases with the increase in the number of visits. If more than a half (51%) earned less than 40 Liras at the first visit, by the third visit the percentage of the respondents earning this amount decreases by 20%, while at the fifth visit it is only 6%. 35% uses the pay they earned for themselves, 42% - for their families, while 22% - for both themselves and their families.  The majority of minors do not speak about violation of their rights such as physical or verbal abuse, lack of food and time to rest or performing work that has not been agreed upon in advance. The cases of sexual abuse are also statistically few; however, it is notable that 5 respondents say that such facts have taken place.
