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Around 8,600 people were temporarily displaced in northern Shan in 2020 due to

armed clashes between the Myanmar Armed Forces and ethnic armed organizations
(EAOs) or between EAOs. Another 2,500 people have been displaced in the first week
of January 2021. In 2020, displacement was generally of a short-term nature, with
most families able to return to their places of origin within days.
