The Relief and Rehabilitation Commission (RRC) in coordination
with UNHCR and partners monitor cross-border movements at
42 border entry points and in areas of high return. Information
is collected through interviews with returnees at border point
and community based/house-hold level assessments regularly
in areas of high return. The information is then triangulated with
data collected from focus group discussion, key infromant
interviews, and meetings with local authorities and faith-based
leaders, law enforcement agents, and immigration officers in
the border entry points and areas of returns.
